3. At least ten (10) days before the date scheduled for adoption of the Final Budget, the 
Secretary shall advertise public Notice of the proposed date, time and place for the 
meeting for the adoption of the Final Budget. 
 
4. The public Notice shall be advertised once in a newspaper of general circulation and 
shall be posted conspicuously at the School District offices. 
 
5. The Administration and School Board will continue to review budget components, 
and the Proposed Final Budget may be revised prior to adoption as the Final Budget 
for the 2020-2021 fiscal year. 
 
6. School District officials are directed to take all action necessary or appropriate to 
carry out the intent of this Resolution; including but not limited to making the required 
certification to PDE.

Describe the procedure for notifying all students, parents, and professional staff 

prior to a flexible instructional day being instituted. 

Once PDE approves the application, the WCASD Superintendent will explain to all 

stakeholders what a Flexible Instructional Day is and how it might be used. 

“A Flexible Instructional Day (FID) Program is a tool available to public school entities to be used as 

an alternate approach to delivering instruction if a circumstance arises that prevents instruction in 

the customary manner.” 

The Superintendent will inform all stakeholders that the District may choose to utilize up 

to five (5) Flexible Instructional Days in lieu of school closures due weather, epidemic, 

law enforcement emergency, transportation inoperability, etc. 

If a Flexible Instructional Day needs to be instituted, the Superintendent will contact all 

stakeholders via website posting, email, auto dialer call, and text in both English and 

Spanish.  Stakeholders include the school board, management team, staff, students, 

and families. 

A message such as the following would be sent through the District’s notification system 

alerting families of a potential FID. 

Potential Flexible Instruction Day (FID) Tomorrow: The weather forecast leading into 

tomorrow may result in conditions unsafe for travel. You will be notified if school 

buildings are closed tomorrow. If the West Chester Area School District decides to close 

buildings tomorrow, a Flexible Instruction Day (FID) will be in effect.  If you receive an 

announcement that school buildings are closed, information regarding FID activities will 

be sent home by teachers, emailed, or posted on teachers’ Schoology pages by 

tomorrow morning. 

Describe the procedure for instituting a flexible instructional day, including (if 

applicable) the use of technology and equitable accommodations for students 

and professional staff lacking sufficient home access to devices and/or the 

Internet. Please provide an alternative method of delivering instruction, should 

there be issues with the availability of technology or student access to the 

materials during a flexible instructional day. 

All staff K-12 and all students in grades 6-12 have 1:1 devices. In the spring of 2020, 

the District deployed over 700 iPads and 100 hot spots to families of K-5 students who 

needed technology access. In the fall of 2020, the District will survey families to 

ascertain the need for additional Internet access. Students are permitted to use 

personal devices to access lesson materials unless they require an app on a District 

device.  

If a student experiences Internet disruption or other difficulties on a Flexible Instructional 

Day, the parent can provide a letter which will allow the student to complete missed 

work upon return to school. Students will not be penalized if they provide evidence that 

sufficient support to complete the work was not available. 



Families with students in grades 3-12 have access to Schoology, and families with 

students in K-2 have access to SeeSaw.  On a Flexible Instructional Day, new learning 

will be delivered directly to students by their teachers via Schoology, Seesaw, email or 

through other educational resources including paper packets. If time permits prior to the 

Flexible Instructional Day, elementary students will take home their devices or learning 

packets. If time does not permit, a make-up day will be scheduled instead of a Flexible 

Instructional Day. 

Reasonable and appropriate supports are in place to meet the needs of all learners.  

Reading specialists will offer differentiated support on Flexible Instructional Days. 

English Language Development teachers will provide instruction in language acquisition 

skills and provide differentiated support. Special Education and Gifted Resource 

Teachers will focus on individual goals and implementing IEPs and GIEPs, including 

direct instruction. School counselors can provide pro-social skills or coping skill lessons 

and meet with students in small groups and/or individually. Caseworkers can reach out 

to families as needed to help them access educational services. Other related services, 

such as speech and occupational therapy, may continue via tele-therapy sessions and 

related activities.  School nurses will be available to respond to health related questions 

and concerns. Parents will be provided with resources to address their specific area of 

concern. 

Describe the responsibilities of professional staff during a flexible instructional 

day. 

If possible, prior to the first Flexible Instructional Day, the District will host and record 

parent trainings in English and Spanish to show parents how to access learning 

materials on Schoology and Seesaw.  Parents and students will have their login and 

password information in advance.  The expectation that all students and staff abide by 

the District Acceptable Use Policy will be explained. 

Teachers are expected to share the learning activities with students and families via 

Schoology, Seesaw, email, or learning packets before the start of the Flexible 

Instructional Day.  Teachers will use live or recorded video when they deliver 20-30 

minutes of direct instruction per class. In addition, teachers will offer time each day to be 

available for small group follow up, feedback, or student-family communication during 

office hours. Work hours will be flexible for planning, collaboration, and attending 

meetings. 

At Elementary, the focus will be reading, writing, and math. At Secondary, assignments 

will be provided for all classes that would meet on the Flexible Instructional Day. 

Describe the responsibilities of students during a flexible instructional day. 

Students are expected to attend class virtually and participate through discussion posts 

and the completion of assignments. Students are invited to attend live (synchronous) 

instruction when offered; if lessons are recorded, students will have opportunities to 



engage in asynchronous learning.  Teachers will observe student contributions during 

synchronous sessions and/or review assignments that students post asynchronously. 

Every effort will be made to provide students and families with a flexible schedule for 

learning and with prompt answers to questions raised during the Flexible Instructional 

Day. 

Describe the procedure for tracking student participation (i.e., attendance) during 

a flexible instructional day. 

Elementary teachers will assess student attendance based on log-in analytics, 

discussion posts, and work completion whether digital or paper copy.  Secondary 

students will log into homeroom via Schoology to mark their attendance. Meaningful 

participation can be achieved synchronously and asynchronously. If students are not 

participating, the teacher will contact the family and alert the principal; counselors and 

caseworkers are available to help as needed.

The committee approved the April 27, 2020 Property & Finance Committee

Mr. Scully reviewed the Budget Forecast Model.  The 2019-20 changes to 

expense projections are reductions of $225,000 in Salaries, $5,705,219 in 
Benefits, $3,534,975 in Professional and Technical Services, $50,000 in 

Purchased Prop Services, and $2,122,273 in Other Services for a total 19-
20 Expenses Savings of $11,637,467.  Mr Scully advised the committee that 

these savings were due in large part to the Covid pandemic and resultant 
closing of schools.  The forecast model also includes expense savings that 

are being carried over into the 2020-21 school year totaling $1,662,198. 
These amounts include reductions of $90,094 in Salaries, $238,727 in 

Professional and Technical Services, $108,211 in Purchased Prop Services, 
$123,328 in Other Services, $1,039,195 in Supplies, $31,215 in Other 

Objects, and $31,428 in Property. Changes to the 19-20 revenue 
projections include an increase in Current Real Estate taxes of $444,354 

and Investment Earnings of $200,000.  Mr. Scully advised the committee 
that many of the Districts local revenues were being impacted by the Covid 

pandemic.  Reductions to the 2019-20 local revenue projections include: 

decreases of $237,234 in interim real estate taxes, $2,576,695 in earned 
income tax, $650,000 in Real Estate Transfer tax and a reduction of 

$311,782 in Other Local Revenue.  The net savings for 2019-20 is 
$10,168,308.  The savings resulting from changes to the 2019-20 

projections will be utilized to reduce the 2020-21 budget gap. 
The forecast model includes reductions to the 2020-21 expenditure 

projections including: salary and benefits in the amount of $2,072,041 and 
$250,000 in other services.  The 2020-21 expenses were increased by the 

carry over funds of $1,662,198 for a net 2020-21 expense decrease of 
$659,843. Mr. Scully advised the committee that reductions were being 

made to the Districts local revenues as a result of the Covid pandemic.  The 
2020-21 local revenues were reduced by $362,780 in Interim Real Estate 

taxes, $2,503,199 in Earned Income Tax, $747,070 in Real Estate Transfer 
tax, $515,000 in Investment Earnings, $235,510 in Other Local Revenue.  

Reductions were also made to some of the state subsidies and include: 

$388,418 in Basic Education, $938,273 in Transportation and $96,258 in 
social security & PSERs subsidies. The net effect of the 2019-20 and 2020-

21 adjustments results in a zero % tax increase in Chester County with the 
tax rate remaining 21.6622 mills and a 2.5% increase in Delaware County 

with a tax rate of 16.6626 mills.

Mr. Scully reviewed a 2019-20 to 2020-21 budget-to-budget comparison for 
revenues and expenses.  Budgeted total expenses increased by $8,007 

million or 3.1% and total revenues decreased by $4,107 million or -1.6%. 
Mr. Scully advised the committee that the 3.1% increase in expenses 

included the $1.6 million of carryover funds.  Without the carryover funds, 
the % change in expenses between the 2 years was net 2.4% increase. Mr. 

Scully reviewed the historic trend of WCASD’s tax rate increases for both 
Delaware and Chester Counties. Mr. Scully reminded the committee that 

fund balance was not used to balance the 2020-21 budget. This is an 
informational item and no Board action is required. 

Update on Act 1 Property Tax Exclusion Amount and Homestead/Farmstead 

Exclusion Resolution:  Mr. Scully reviewed the Property Tax and 
Homestead/Farmstead exclusion process. Annually, the State provides the 

District with a means to lower property taxes via Homestead/Farmstead 
exclusion which is funded by the States gaming revenues. This year, the 

State provided the District with $3,570,346.02 for property tax relief which 
equates to a $143.59 exclusion amount for each qualified property. 

Annually, the Board must approve to accept these funds and use them for 
tax relief purposes through a resolution. The committee recommended 

approval to adopt the 2020-21 Homestead/Farmstead Exclusion Resolution. 

Mr. Scully 

Mr. Scully reviewed the Final Budget Resolution for 2020-21 and the Annual 
Tax Levy Resolution for 2020-21. The Final Budget resolution for 2020-21 

provides General Fund appropriations of $269,815,667. The Annual Tax 
Levy resolution for 2020-21 sets the real estate tax for Chester County at 

21.6622 mills and Delaware County at 16.6626 mills.  The committee 
recommended approval of the Final Budget Resolution for the 2020-21 

Fiscal Year and the Annual Tax Levy Resolution for the 2020-21 Fiscal Year. 

Mr. Scully 

Mr. Scully reviewed the Food Services Program Equipment Purchases and 
Renovation Plan. This schedule takes into account all equipment that will be 

replaced as part of renovation projects and spans from 2020 through 2029 
& future years.  The 2020-21 equipment replacement budget totals 

$333,069.80.  Mr. Scully reviewed the funding analysis schedule for the 
replacement plan. The plan will utilize existing cash within the Food Service 

Fund and future profits. The committee recommended approval of the 
equipment purchases for the 2020-21 year.

Twenty-Two Ten-Thousandths (21.6622) MILLS, or 2.16622 per one hundred dollars of 
assessed valuation of taxable real property in the Townships of East Bradford, East Goshen, 
Thornbury, West Goshen, Westtown, West Whiteland, and in the Borough of West Chester, 
all of Chester County, Pennsylvania; and at the rate of Sixteen and Six Thousand Six 
Hundred Twenty-Six Ten-Thousandths (16.6626) MILLS, or 1.66626 per one hundred 
dollars of assessed valuation of taxable real property in the Township of Thornbury, 
Delaware County, Pennsylvania. 

 
2. DEED TRANSFER TAX at the rate of one-half of one percent (.5%) shall continue upon all 

deeds transferring or conveying any interest on real estate situated wholly or partly in the 
above-named municipalities. 

 
3. EARNED INCOME TAX at the rate of one percent (1%) shall continue upon income as 

defined in, and in conformity with, all of the provisions of Act 511 of 1965, its supplements 
and amendments, and hereby appoints Keystone Collections Group as Earned Income Tax 
Collector and Administrator. 

 
4. The provisions of this resolution are severable and, if any section, clause, sentence, part or 

provision is determined to be illegal, invalid or unconstitutional, such determination will not 
affect or impair any of the remaining sections, clauses, sentences, parts or provisions of this 
resolution.  It is declared to be the intent of this school district that this resolution would have 
been adopted even if any such illegal, invalid or unconstitutional section, clause, sentence, 
part or provision had not been included in this resolution.

2020-21 HOMESTEAD/FARMSTEAD EXCLUSION RESOLUTION 
 
RESOLVED, this 27th day of May, 2020, by the Board of School Directors of the West 
Chester Area School District that homestead and farmstead exclusion real estate tax 
assessment reductions are authorized for the school year beginning July 1, 2020 under 
the provisions of the Homestead Property Exclusion Program Act (Act 50 of 1998, 53 Pa. 
C.S. § 8401 et seq.) and the Taxpayer Relief Act (Act 1 of 2006, as amended, 53 P.S. § 
6926.101 et seq.) as follows: 
 
1. Aggregate Amount Available for Homestead and Farmstead Real Estate Tax 

Reduction.  The following amounts are available for homestead and farmstead 
real estate tax reduction for the school year beginning July 1, 2020: 

a. Gaming Tax Funds.  The Pennsylvania Department of Education (“PDE”) 
has notified the School District that PDE will pay to the School District during 
the school year pursuant to 53 P.S. § 6926.505(b), a property tax reduction 
allocation funded by gaming tax funds, the amount of $2,463,147.81. 
 

b. Sterling Tax Credit Reimbursement Funds.  PDE has notified the School 
District that PDE will pay to the School District during the school year 
pursuant to 53 P.S. § 6926.324(3), as reimbursement for Sterling Tax 
Credits claimed against the School District earned income tax by School 
District resident tax payers, the amount of $1,107,198.21. 

 
c. Aggregate Amount Available.  Adding these amounts, the aggregate 

amount available during the school year for real estate tax reduction is 
$3,570,346.02. 

 
2. Homestead/Farmstead Numbers.  Pursuant to 53 Pa.C.S. § 8584(i), and 53 P.S. 

§ 6926.341(g)(3), the county has provided the School District with a certified report 
listing approved homesteads and approved farmsteads as follows: 

a. Homestead Property Number.  The number of approved homesteads 
within the School District is 24,857. 
 

b. Farmstead Property Number.  The number of approved farmsteads within 
the School District is 8. 

 
c. Homestead/Farmstead Combined Number.  Adding these numbers, the 

aggregate number of approved homesteads and approved farmsteads is 
24,865. 
 

3. Real Estate Tax Reduction Calculation.  The School Board has decided that the 
homestead exclusion amount and the farmstead exclusion amount shall be equal.  
Dividing the paragraph 1c., aggregate amount available during the school year for 
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real estate tax reduction of $3,570,346.02, by the paragraph 2c., aggregate 
number of approved homesteads and approved farmsteads of 24,865, the 
maximum real estate tax reduction amount applicable to each approved 
homestead and each approved farmstead is $143.59. 
 

4. Homestead Exclusion Calculation for Chester County.  Dividing the paragraph 
3 maximum real estate tax reduction amount of $143.59, by the School District real 
estate tax rate in Chester County of 21.6622 mils (.0216622), the maximum real 
estate assessed value reduction to be reflected on tax notices as a homestead 
exclusion for each approved homestead in Chester County is $6,629, and the 
maximum real estate assessed value reduction to be reflected on tax notices as a 
farmstead exclusion for each approved farmstead in Chester County is $6,629. 
 

5. Homestead Exclusion Calculation for Delaware County.  Dividing the 
paragraph 3 maximum real estate tax reduction amount of $143.59, by the School 
District real estate tax rate in Delaware County of 16.6626 mils (.0166626), the 
maximum real estate assessed value reduction to be reflected on tax notices as a 
homestead exclusion for each approved homestead in Delaware County is $8,617, 
and the maximum real estate assessed value reduction to be reflected on tax 
notices as a farmstead exclusion for each approved farmstead in Delaware County 
is $8,617. 
 

6. Homestead/Farmstead Exclusion Authorization for July 1 Tax Bills.  The tax 
notice issued to the owner of each approved homestead within the School District 
shall reflect the homestead exclusion real estate assessed value reduction equal 
to the lesser of:  (a) the county established assessed value of the homestead, or 
(b) the paragraph 4 maximum real estate assessed value reduction of $6,629 for 
Chester County and $8,617 for Delaware County.  The tax notice issued to the 
owner of each approved farmstead within the School District shall reflect an 
additional farmstead exclusion real estate assessed value reduction equal to the 
lesser of:  (a) the county established assessed value of the farmstead, or (b) the 
paragraph 4 maximum real estate assessed value reduction of $6,629 for Chester 
County and $8,617 for Delaware County.  For purposes of this Resolution, 
“approved homestead” and “approved farmstead” shall mean homesteads and 
farmsteads listed in the report referred to in paragraph 2 above and received by 
the School District from the County Assessment Office on or before May 1 
pursuant to 53 P.S. § 6926.341(g)(3), based on homestead/farmstead applications 
filed with the County Assessment Office on or before March 1.  This paragraph 6 
shall apply to tax notices issued based on the initial tax duplicate used in issuing 
initial real estate tax notices for the school year which will be issued on or promptly 
after July 1 and will not apply to interim real estate tax bills.

Approval is requested for the West Chester School District Financial Report for the 
month ending April 30, 2020.  
I so move. 
 
2019-20 General Fund Financial Analysis 
 
The expenses and revenues as of April 2020 represent 10 months of financial activity for the 
District.  As of April month end, we have collected $1,437,000 more than our $173.1 million 
current/interim real estate tax budget.  Our local revenues YTD total $199.0 million or 97.37% of 
budget.  This is in line with previous years.  We have received $2,081,000 in investment 
earnings which is $1.0 million over budget. The second largest local revenue category is Earned 
Income Tax which YTD is in line with last year’s collections, but due to the current economic 
conditions caused by the pandemic, we are not optimistic that we will attain our budget and may 
experience a shortfall in excess of $2.0 million in this category.  
  
State revenues are on target with budget. Year-to-date we have received $9.9 million in 
combined Basic Education and Special Education subsidies which is on target with budget.  
Federal revenues are also on target with budget.    
  
As of April month end, we have made some revisions to our expenses for the 2019-20 school 
year. The revisions include a $913,799 reduction of salaries and benefits related to average 
teacher salary, extra duty pay, custodial and maintenance salaries and other headcount 
revisions; a reduction in healthcare of $1,627,836 due to lower than anticipated medical and RX 
claims; an increase in Professional & Technical services in the amount of $213,515 related to 
IDEA funding; an increase in debt service of $123,548 related to our new $40.0 million 
borrowing, offset by a decrease in variable rate debt in the amount of $90,000; a decrease in 
contracted services and tuitions related to special education in the amount of $550,000; and a 
reduction of Charter school tuition expense in the amount of $1,750,000 due to lower than 
expected enrollments. We increased educational supplies in the amount of $7,021 in the PPA 
budgets as a result of higher than anticipated District enrollment.  We will continue to monitor 
our expenses throughout the year and any savings recognized will be set aside to help offset 
the millage increase for 2020-21. 
 
And as you can see on the statement, we have budgeted $261.8 million in expenses and $252.6 
million in revenues this year and we budgeted to use $9.2 million of our fund balance to close 
the gap between the expenses and revenues.  
 
As a result of the current pandemic, we will need to monitor our local revenues and expenses 
carefully for the remainder of the year and update our projections accordingly.   Our fund 
balance is projected to be $38.91 million at June 30th but we may need to use a portion of the 
fund balance to reduce the millage impact of 2020-21 budget.  
 
This concludes the financial report.
