AGREEMENT

This agreement is made between the WEST CHESTER AREA SCHOOL DISTRICT, of 782 Springdale Dr., Exton, , Pennsylvania 19341 (“District”), and of                                                         (“Parents”), individually and as parents and natural guardians of   
                                                           (“Student”). Intending to become legally bound, the parties agree as follows:


1. Although the student is presently eligible, as a child who is mentally gifted, for special education programming and services in accordance with a GIEP as required under the law of Pennsylvania, the District shall discontinue the provision of such programming and services, and shall not develop or implement a GIEP, for the student from the date on which this agreement is executed by both parents through the date on which the student is no longer entitled to gifted programming and services from the District or the date on which a GIEP is developed and offered to the parents and the student in accordance with this paragraph, whichever is sooner.  The parents may, at any time prior to the graduation of the student from high school, notify the District in writing of their intent to re-instate gifted programming and services for the student, and the District shall, within thirty school days of receipt of that written notice, develop a GIEP for the student in accordance with the requirements of applicable law, provided, however, that the obligation to develop a GIEP shall be contingent upon the continued residence of the student in the District.

2. The parents, on their own behalf and on behalf of the student, release and forever discharge the District and its officers, directors, employees, agents, attorneys, and insurers from claims or demands of any kind, administrative or judicial, concerning the identification of the student as mentally gifted or the provision of gifted programming or services to the student or concerning any act or omission related to the student as a child who is mentally gifted or to the parents as parents of a child identified as mentally gifted.  This release and discharge applies to all claims or demands arising at any time during the period that the student is not receiving gifted programming or services in accordance with paragraph 1 of this agreement. This release and discharge encompasses all claims or demands for tuition or private provider reimbursement, compensatory education, attorney’s fees and costs, damages of any kind, and equitable or administrative relief of any kind, whether available from an administrative agency or a court of law or equity.  The parties shall take all action necessary, if any, to discontinue with prejudice any administrative or judicial proceeding or action between them and shall refrain from any action that has the effect of reinstating or reviving such proceeding or action or initiating any similar or related proceeding or action.  Nothing in this agreement, however, shall preclude the initiation of any lawful proceedings necessary to enforce this agreement.  The parents warrant (a) that they have received notice of their rights under state law as parents of a child identified as mentally gifted; (b) that they are fully aware of these rights and the extent to which they are waiving them in this agreement; (c) that they are fully aware that they are waiving rights on behalf of the student and are satisfied that entry into this agreement is in the best interest of the student; (d) that they have had the opportunity to consult with counsel or an adviser concerning their rights and this agreement, or that they are aware of their right to consult and choose not to do so; (e) that they are satisfied with the representation and advice that they have received from their counsel or advisor, if any; and (f) that they are signing this agreement, including this waiver of important rights, voluntarily.
3. Nothing in this agreement shall be deemed or construed to establish a policy, practice, or custom of the District. The parties shall maintain the existence and terms of this agreement in the strictest confidence, to the extent permitted by law.
4. This agreement constitutes the entire agreement and understanding between the parties concerning the subject matter to which it expressly or implicitly pertains.  It supercedes and rescinds all prior or contemporary agreements or understandings and can be modified only in writing executed by the parties.
